Explanation of Product Coding Date

Every case we manufacture is labeled with a date code.

We use a five character method of date coding as follows:

Example Code: 1716A  (this is the code for April 24, 2006)

The first two digits refer to the week of packing.  17 for the week of April 24, 2006 which is the 17th week of the year.

The third digit is the day of the week.  1 for Monday.

The fourth digit is the year.  6 for 2006.

The final letter is the production shift.  A for first shift.
